He had come to Jerusalem to worship and was returning, seated in his chariot, and he was reading the prophet Isaiah…And the eunuch said to Philip, “About whom, I ask you, does the prophet say this, about himself or about someone else?”…And as they were going along the road they came to some water, and the eunuch said, “See, here is water!  What prevents me from being baptized?”  And he commanded the chariot to stop, and they both went down into the water, Philip and the eunuch, and he baptized him.
