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GETTING IT RIGHT
Will any one of you who has a servant plowing or keeping sheep say to him when he has come in from the field, “Come at once and recline at table?”  Will he not rather say to him, “Prepare supper for me, and dress properly, and serve me while I eat and drink, and afterward you will eat and drink?”  Does he thank the servant because he did what was commanded?  So you also, when you have done all that you were commanded, say, “We are unworthy servants; we have only done what was our duty.” (vv. 7-10)

But it displeased Jonah exceedingly, and he was angry.  And he prayed to the Lord and said, “O, Lord, is not this what I said when I was yet in my country?  That is why I made haste to flee to Tarshish; for I knew that you are a gracious God and merciful, slow to anger and abounding in steadfast love, and relenting from disaster.  Therefore now, O Lord, please take my life from me, for it is better for me to die than to live.”  And the Lord said, “Do you do well to be angry?” (Jonah 4:1-4)

But he was angry and refused to go in.  His father came out and entreated him, but he answered his father, “Look, these many years I have served you, and I never disobeyed your command, yet you never gave me a young goat, that I might celebrate with my friends.  But when this son of yours came, who has devoured your property with prostitutes, you killed the fattened calf for him!”  And he said to him, “Son, you are always with me, and all that is mine is yours.  It was fitting to celebrate and be glad, for this your brother was dead, and is alive; he was lost, and is found.” (Luke 15:27-32)
