1.  Obeying His command to ____________________________.

“Go and stand in the temple and speak to the people all the words of this Life.”  And when they heard this, they entered the temple at daybreak and began to teach.  (vv. 20-21)
2.  Participating in the ___________________________.

Now when the captain of the temple and the chief priests heard these words, they were greatly perplexed about them, wondering what this would come to.  And someone told them, “Look!  The men whom you put in prison are standing in the temple and teaching the people.”  (vv. 24-25)

3.  Taking advantage of every __________________________ to tell people about Jesus.

But Peter and the apostles answered, “We must obey God rather than men.  The God of our fathers raised Jesus, whom you killed by hanging him on a tree.”  (vv. 29-30)

4.  ____________________________ how the story of Jesus is good news.

God exalted him at his right hand as Leader and Savior, to give repentance to Israel and forgiveness of sins.  (v. 31)

5.  ____________________________ where God is at work.

So in the present case I tell you, keep away from these men and let them alone, for if this plan or this undertaking is of man, it will fail; but if it is of God, you will not be able to overthrow them.  You might even be found opposing God!  (vv. 38-39)

6.  Staying ________________________ on what matters most.

Then they left the presence of the council, rejoicing that they were counted worthy to suffer dishonor for the name.  (v. 41)

7.  ______________________ one another to spread the gospel.

And every day, in the temple and from house to house, they did not cease teaching and preaching that the Christ is Jesus.  (v. 42)
