Then the Lord God said, “It is not good that the man should be alone; I will make him a helper fit for him.” (v. 18)

2.  A wife is to thrive under the _____________________ of her husband.

Then the man said, “This at last is bone of my bones and flesh of my flesh; she shall be called Woman, because she was taken out of Man.” (v. 23)

But I want you to understand that the head of every man is Christ, the head of a wife is her husband, and the head of Christ is God.

(1 Corinthians 11:3)

3.  God created only _________________ for Adam.

Then the man said, “This at last is bone of my bones and flesh of my flesh”…Therefore a man shall leave his father and his mother and hold fast to his wife, and they shall become one flesh. (vv. 23-24b)

(see Leviticus 18:18, 22; Deuteronomy 17:17; Romans 1:26-27)

4.  A man must put his wife’s interest above _______________.

Therefore a man shall leave his father and his mother… (v. 24)

Husbands, love your wives, as Christ loved the church and gave himself up for her, that he might sanctify her, having cleansed her by the washing of water with the word, so that he might present the church to himself in splendor, without spot or wrinkle or any such thing, that she might be holy and without blemish.  In the same way husbands should love their wives as their own bodies.  He who loves his wife loves himself. (Ephesians 5:25-28)

5.  The union between man and wife should be ___________________.

Therefore a man shall leave his father and his mother and hold fast to his wife, and they shall become one flesh. (v. 24)

Have you not read that he who created them from the beginning made them male and female, and said, “Therefore a man shall leave his father and his mother and hold fast to his wife, and the two shall become one flesh?  So they are no longer two but one flesh.  What therefore God has joined together, let not man separate.” (Jesus in Matthew 19:4-6)

6.  God intended for marriage to be an _______________ relationship.

And the man and his wife were both naked and were not ashamed.

(v. 25)

…let each one of you love his wife as himself, and let the wife see that she respects her husband. (Ephesians 5:33)

Likewise, wives, be subject to your own husbands…let your adorning be the hidden person of the heart with the imperishable beauty of a gentle and quiet spirit, which in God’s sight is very precious…Likewise, husbands, live with your wives in an understanding way, showing honor to the woman as the weaker vessel, since they are heirs with you of the grace of life, so that your prayers may not be hindered. (1 Peter 3:1, 4, 7)
